JEOL NMR INSTRUCTIONS
Once the sample has been prepared, take it to the NMR room to run the sample. 

1.  Put the sample on a white spinner and make sure that the inner portion of the spinner is pushed down as far as possible. 

2. Set the NMR tube in the spinner at the proper height by using the NMR tube measuring tube on the NMR stairway railing.   Very carefully place the sample in the sample changer in an empty slot.   DO NOT place it in the same slot that is given in the green display on the front of the sample changer.  (There is already a sample in this slot).  It is usually best to place your sample in the NEXT higher numbered slot.

3. Go to the computer and make sure that you are in the organic chemistry account.  If not select the organic account from the pull down menu in the upper right corner of the screen.  Enter the password  organic.
[image: image1.wmf]4. Start up the Delta NMR software if not already open. You will see the following window.
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5. Highlight the the ECS 400 link
6. Click on the Connect  button.  The space that says No Current Link should now turn yellow and say Connect.  If it says Monitor, you need to contact the instructor.  This means that the instrument is being used by someone else, and the instructor will need to disconnect the other user.

NOTES: The cursor must be in the field to type.

Do NOT enter or change anything besides what is asked for below.

7. Enter a file name.  Example: MaryandMattunkn#1_C13
8. Enter a comment if desired.

9. Enter the autosampler slot number of your sample.
10.  Make sure that the appropriate solvent is highlighted.  Typically this is CHLOROFORM-D
11. Enter your email address in the Export to space. (Do NOT enter anything in the Notify line)

11. Finally select the appropriate experiment button from the following buttons.

12. When the spectrum is complete it will be printed and sent to your email account for further data processing.

13. A - If another student is ready to run their NMR select Eject Sample from the Sample menu.

B – If you are the last student to run the NMR select Load Using ASC from the Sample menu When you are finished select Unlink/Free to disconnect the spectrometer

14. Remove your NMR sample from the NMR and wash it with the NMR washer.
