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GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The George Fox University Alumni Association board of directors is responsible for awarding annual
awards and student scholarships.

Granting of these scholarships follows the regular application and award practices
of Student Financial Services.

CRITERIA

Applicants must be traditional undergraduate students who are children or grandchildren of George Fox
University alumni. The Alumni Association recognizes as alumni anyone who has completed one year or
more of academic work or has received a degree from Pacific College, George Fox College, George Fox
University, George Fox Evangelical Seminary, Western Evangelical Seminary, and Cascade College alumni

who have had their alumni status transferred from Seattle Pacific University to George Fox. Students

receiving tuition remission are not eligible.

Alumni Award applicants must have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 3.0.

Alumni Association awards and scholarships are not need-based.
