4. Resume. 
5. Two letters of recommendation from persons qualified to assess academic or professional competency. 
6. A writing sample, to be assessed by the George Fox University faculty, that demonstrates competency needed for success in the 

program. 
7. Completed application and $40 nonrefundable application fee.
