• 64 credit hours ($410 x 64 = $26,240) 
• Academic degree 
• Leads to Ph.D. program, teaching or research

• Teaching internship required 
• Greek and Hebrew language study (Theo German and Latin)

Local or Virtual Learning Community 

• 42 credit hours ($410 x 42 = $17,220) 
• Professional degree 
• Designed to equip lay persons as spiritual directors 
• Concentration in Spiritual Direction 
• Internship required 

 
 
Certificate in Spiritual Formation & Discipleship 
Local or Virtual Learning Community 

• 32 credit hours ($205 x 32 = $6,560) 
• Half the cost of academic credit but the same classes 
• Can be added to other master’s degrees 
• Training as a spiritual guide to help others
